6) Prepare some towels to avoid floor wet by the water left in the dishwasher.

2. Select a location as close to sink as possible for easy connections to water and drain lines.

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Step 2: PREPARE ELECTRICAL WIRING

2. The power point must be in a accessible location adjacent to and not behind the dishwasher and within
1.2 meters of the dishwasher side. A correctly rated, wired and earthed extension cord may be used if
necessary.

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Step 4 : INSTALL THE DISHWASHER IN CUPBOARD

1. Before sliding the dishwasher into the cupboard opening, all necessary final height adjustment and
balancing adjustment should be done using the spanner.

2. Slide the dishwasher into the cabinet opening carefully. Make sure that the drain hose inside the cabinet
should not be kinked or exceeded.

1. If the end drain hose does not fit to the drain line, use a piece of rubber connector (not supplied)
that must be resistant to heat and detergent and may be obtained from a plumbing shop.
